FY 2015 Sources of Revenue

» What are the primary sources of revenue for
Maricopa County?

- State Shared Sales Tax - share of the State of
Arizona’s sales tax used to fund the general
operations of the County.

- Property Taxes - tax on real and personal
property. These funds are used for the County’s
general operations.

- Licenses, permits, fees and charges for services
- charges to customers receiving licenses,
permits or services from the County.

FY 2015 Sources of Revenue

» What are the primary sources of revenue for
Maricopa County?

- State Shared Vehicle License Tax - share of the
personal property tax on vehicles collected by the
State of Arizona used to fund general and
transportation-related expenditures.

- Jail Excise Tax - voter approved special sales tax to
fund detention construction and operations.

- State Shared Highway User Revenue Fees - share of
the fees collected by the State of Arizona and
passed through to Counties to fund construction
and maintenance of streets and highways.

_Fund Balance - One-time fund|ng used for capital
T and technology projects.



FY 2015 Adopted Budget
Sources of Funds: $2,211,128,982
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Property Values and Taxes

» Prior to the economic downturn, property
values were increasing annually, reaching a
high of $58.3 billion in assessed value in
fiscal year 2009

» In addition, new construction was added to
the roles each year, also increasing the
assessed value to be taxed

» Both these helped keep the tax rate down
